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THE TOP 5 BIRTHDAY TIPS


1.  HOW MANY GUESTS?�We suggest that you invite one guest for each year plus three. (A 7 yr. old would have 10 guests.)  If the child is over four years old, and if you have good help, 8-15 may be for the most fun.


2. THE LENGTH OF THE PARTY.�The ideal length for a children’s party is 2-3hours


3. ALLBOYS, ALL GIRLS, OR MIX?


Boys & Girls DO mix! It is very tough to have a children’s party with only boys or only girls. Mix them. If you insist on an all boy or all girl party make sure that you have something for them to do every minute


4. ACTIVITIES SHOULD BE PLANNED.�Never say to the kids, “Go outside and play for a while.” Have something planned for them. Children who run around freely are very hard to control when it’s time to do so.


5. MAKE THE PARTY FUN!!!!
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GAMES GAMES GAMES!!


Here are a few easy to assemble games were sure you’ll enjoy.





HIT THE TARGET


Line up several cardboard boxes, each one a foot ahead of the other. If you don’t have boxes you can use waste paper baskets or cooking pots. Have the child stand on a tape line on the floor. Hand the child a balloon and have him try to toss it into the nearest box. If he succeeds, he is to try to throw the balloon into the next box. He is “out” the first time the balloon fails to land in the next box. The person who reaches the most boxes wins.





THE BIG WRAP


This one is very successful with younger children who are not ready for thinking games. Before the party, take some newspaper sheets and place them side to side. Tape them together. You want to create a very long continuous roll of newspaper. Take a small toy gift and place it on the first page. Roll up the paper to hid the prize and then add another prize. Roll some more then add another prize. Keep doing this until you have enough prizes for everyone at the party. The object is to pass around this ball of newspaper and let the child unroll it until they come to a prize. Then the ball is passed to the next person and she unrolls it until she comes to a prize. We’ve seen the game played where the kids sit in a big circle. Music is played as the ball is passed around. When the music stops, whoever is holding the ball gets to un-wrap a gift. They leave the circle and the music started again.

HOW LONG IS THE SHOW?

WHAT DOES THE PERFORMER NEED?


The performer needs an area where there is no one behind or on the sides of the performing area. Everyone must be in front to get a good view of the show. The performer will arrive about 15 minutes before the scheduled time and set up in the spot where the show will take place. So not to spoil the surprises in the act, pleas have all the children out of the room while the performer is setting up.


WHEN SHOULD YOU HAVE THE SHOW?


The show is usually the first activity at the party. If not, try to have a calm game or activity before the show. If the children are excited from running around, it will be difficult for them to calm down and concentrate on the show. 


WILL THE BIRTHDAY CHILD BE IN THE SHOW?


The Birthday child will be called up during the show for some special things. Other children will also be called onstage.


CAN THE ADULTS WATCH?


Absolutely! In fact there should be at least one adult in the audience. If there is a problem with a child, the adult can take care of the situation and the other children can watch the show without interruption.
